Proposal (10 page limit)

1. Specific Aims (1-2 pages)

State the purpose of the planning process and the proposed research.  Describe concisely what the research project is intended to accomplish and its contribution to pediatric physical therapy. Include tentative research questions or hypotheses that will be addressed.  

2. Background and Significance (3 pages or less)


Summarize background information, including previously published work that directly relates to the purpose of the proposed study.  Indicate how your proposed study is different than previous studies and how the results of your proposed study will contribute to the existing knowledge and the practice of pediatric physical therapy.  Explain why a multi-site trial is appropriate for the research.  

3. Preliminary Studies (1 page or less)

Summarize the results of pilot studies or previous published or unpublished studies that the principal investigator and/or co-investigators have carried out that relate directly to the proposed study. 

4. Planning Activities (3-5 pages)

Describe the need for the planning grant and the planning activities you will carry out to develop a grant proposal to support the research.  Include the names and roles of all personnel.  Activities should be comprehensive enough to ensure that a quality proposal will be developed and submitted within 18 months.  Include a timetable for major activities. 

Other Information (not counted in page limit)

1. References 

List references in order of citation according to Guidelines for Instructions to Authors in Pediatric Physical Therapy. Single-space the reference list.

2.  Budget and Budget Justification 

Complete the budget form below and provide a strong and convincing budget justification on a separate sheet that explains clearly how costs were determined and why each expense is necessary.   Funds must be requested only for essential expenses that cannot be covered by other sources.  See Guidelines for Research and Planning Grant Applications on the Section Website for information about what the Section will and will not fund.  
3. Appendices
